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Association of German International Schools

ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

(The German version of the Articles is the legally binding version).

§1

Name
The Association bears the name

AAGIS Vereinigung der Internationalen Schulen in Deutschland e.V.O
(Association of German International Schools)

The Association is based in Stuttgart.

The business year is the calendar year.

§2
Purpose — Non-profit status

The aims of the Association are to foster and promote the work of International Schools in
Germany and around the world, to support the development of educational principles for
International Schools in Germany, to represent those principles to the public, and to act in
the common interest of International Schools.

The Association achieves these aims through the organisation of conferences on
educational, political and financial matters in the context of international education, through
publications and through participation in related events. The Association also achieves
these aims by providing advisory and practical support to International Schools with regard
to the development of their curricula, organisational structures and the legal conditions
under which they work, by taking part in scientific research and by facilitating the in-service
training of teachers in International Schools.

The AssociationOs aims encompass both the fulfilment of the educational needs of the
international community in Germany and the promotion of international understanding.

In serving the above purposes, the Association acts altruistically, exclusively and directly in
the common good, specifically in the area of education, as defined in the regulations
governing non-profit-making organisations. Association funds may be used only for the
purposes defined in the constitution. Association members shall receive neither a share of
profits nor any other payment from the funds of the Association. On resignation of
membership or dissolution of the Association, members shall receive neither remaining
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capital nor assets. No person shall profit from expenditure for purposes outside the stated
objectives of the Association nor from inappropriately high remuneration.

Association members are engaged on an honorary basis for the board, paid help is not paid
for at a high remuneration.

(4) The association fulfils its aims in the role as cover organisation of its member schools

§3
Membership

(1) Members are exclusively legally organised International Schools in the Federal Republic of
Germany that are recognised as non-profit organisations (gemeinnYtzig) in their city of
residence.

A prerequisite of full membership is regular membership of the OEuropean Council of
International SchoolsO (ECIS) or the Council for International Schools (CIS).

(2) Membership can be terminated by exclusion of members, withdrawal of membership by the
school or by permanent loss of non-profit status.

Exclusion is possible for important reasons and requires proposal by the Board and a
resolution of the General Assembly with a 2/3 majority of all members.

Resignation by a school must be advised in writing to the Board three months in advance,
to take effect at the end of the calendar year.

(3) Conditions for membership are based upon OPrincipals of Good Practice for AGIS schoolsO
(attached) and are on the CIS guide to principals of good practice for International Schools

§4 Membership Fees

Member schools pay an annual fee decided upon at the AGM. Members joining part way
through the year pay a pro rata fee based upon the 1% day of the month of joining the
association.

§5 Admission of Member Schools

The admission of a new member school follows a proposal by the Board and an
acceptance by resolution of the members at the General Assembly. Membership takes
effect as soon as the resolution has been passed. The new member must acknowledge
acceptance, in writing, of the regulations, statutes and articles of association.

§6 The Association Board
(1) The Board consists of the chairperson and two vice-chairpersons and three further
members.
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(2) The members of the Board are members of the Association and are voted at the General
Assembly for a term of not more than 2 years. Re-election is possible The term of office of
the board members begins on the first of June following selection. If a member of the board
leaves prematurely, a by-election for the remaining period of the term of office of the
departed member is to be held. The term of office of the newly selected member of the
board begins with the acceptance of the member.

(3) The chairperson and the two vice-chairpersons are voted internally by the members of the
Board. One of the vice-chairpersons is the secretary and the other is the treasurer.

(4) The Board, in the sense of @ 26 BGB, consists of the Chair and two Vice Chairs. The
members of the Board can individually represent the organisation. Within the Board there is
an agreement that the Vice Chairs can represent the Chair in his/her absence.

(5) The Board manages the business of the Association, in particular:

a) preparation of the Annual General Meeting (General Assembly)
b) implementation of the resolutions of the General Assembly
c) administration of the funds of the Association

(6) The Board meets as often as necessary, but must meet at least once a year. The
chairperson calls the meeting. The minutes of the meeting must be kept. Resolutions are
carried by a majority vote. The Board is authorised, in certain cases, to call in a consultant
who is allowed to take part in the meetings.

§7 Assembly Meeting

(1) The ordinary Assembly Meeting is called at least once a year, either as necessary or at the
request of at least a third of the members.

(2) The chairperson calls the meeting in writing, together with indications of agenda items, at
least four weeks in advance of the meeting. Invited are the Director and the Board Chair.

(3) Requests for agenda items must be collected two weeks before the meeting and a final
agenda must go out to members at least one week before the meeting.

(4) The chairperson or one of the vice-chairpersons chairs the assembly. Minutes of the
meeting are to be kept and signed by the Board member chairing the meeting.

Any resolutions carried in the meeting must be minuted and form part of the task of the
Board

(5) The tasks of the General Assembly include:

a) resolution of membership acceptance and membership fees
b) authorisation of the business report and accounts

c) absolving the Board of its actions

d) dissolution of the Association.

e) Adoption of resolutions over amendments of the by-laws,

f) exclusion of member schools,
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g) receipt of the annual reports of the executive committee.

Further, the General Assembly may deliberate and make resolutions about important
issues affecting the Association.

(6) The General Assembly is quorate if it has been called in accordance with the above
constitutional regulations.

The Head of school represents member schools unless the Head authorises another
representative. In addition the schools may send up to two guests. For voting purposes,
each school has one vote. Guest visitors do not have a voting right

(7) Resolutions over amendments of the by-laws, dissolution of the association or exclusion of
members require the majority of 2/3 of all members.

The executive committee is authorized to make amendments to the by-laws which are
necessary due to official or legal changes if there are no substantial changes to the
meaning of the Articles of Association.

§8 Advisory Council

The Board may appoint an advisory council. The advisory council may consist of up to
eight persons who are willing and able to represent the interests of the International
Schools to the public. They are elected by the Board for a period of three years. This
period may be extended. Meetings of the advisory council are called and chaired by the
Association chairperson.

§9 Dissolution of the Verein

In the case of dissolution of the Association or abolishment of the above constitutional aims
and statutory purpose of the association, or the organisation loses is non-profit status, then
the assets of the Association are to be passed to another non-profit-making organisation
serving purely the aims as described in 82 and whose OGemeinnYtzigkeitO is recognised by
the fiscal authorities.

This organisation is chosen by resolution of the General Assembly, carried by a simple
majority.

The resolution may be implemented only after authorisation by the OFinanzamtO.
